Abstract: Dominion Semiconductor, now a wholly owned Toshiba subsidiary, was

initiated in 1995 as a joint venture of IBM and Toshiba.  The facility manufactures 128-megabit dynamic random access memory (DRAM) chips for use in computers and other advanced electronic products, and recently added production

of 512-megabit flash memory chips.
